Policy on the use of Parish noticeboards 
1.  
Introduction  

1.1 
There are occasional requests to put notices and other materials on to the Parish noticeboards. This policy will enable efficient decision-making in the response to such requests.   

2. 
Policy statements   

2.1
The only material which will be allowed to be placed on a Parish noticeboard will be as defined in Section 3.1. 
2.2 
Where space is an issue, there will be an order of priority as defined in Section 3.2.

3. 
Implementation of the policy  
3.1 
Notices and other material will only be accepted from the following: Langar cum Barnstone Parish Council, Rushcliffe Borough Council, Nottinghamshire County Council, duly-elected Councillors of RBC and NCC, the Police, and the local MP (related to their work, and not during a period of election).
3.2 
Order of priority:  LcBPC, RBC, NCC, elected Councillors, the Police, and the local MP. 
             In the event of a community emergency, this priority order may be overridden.  

3.3 
Only Officers of LcBPC shall put notices etc. on the noticeboards and they shall be responsible for implementing this policy. They may use discretion in consultation with the Chairman if a serious situation arises which falls outside of this policy.
4.        Other notifications
4.1
For all other notifications, parish events etc. the noticeboard outside of the Village Hall shall be used for Barnstone, and for Langar the RBC noticeboard by the bus stop on Main Street (keys for the RBC noticeboard can be obtained from the Clerk or the Lengthsman).
